277 educators - 74% female and 26% male

e 20% felt threatened or harassed online

* 48% feel their ability is good at school to monitor and shelter students
from inappropriate Internet material

 97% agree that cyberbullying is a problem
* 74% have heard about more than one incidence of cyberbullying
